It was a wonderful tour, rammed full of amazing views of some of Saericadsrmost iconic and special
wildlife. With 11 different Pumas, eight different Jaguars and an Ocelot we had undoubtedly achieved our ain
with thecats andhad many wonderful close observations and a range of behaviours witnessed. Coupled with sc
many amazing birds such as HyaciMhcaws, Andean Condors, Magellanic Woodpeckers and mammals
including Giant Otters and Tapir, it was a daily wildlife feast. All this in some spectacular scenery making for
truly wonderful experience with a lot of fun atbegvay too.

Todayweleft LondonHeathrowon thedirect,overnighfflightto Santiago.

Welandedinto Santiagmn time andaftera smoothconnectionyve wereon our wayto the southernChilean
city of PuntaArenasAfter our longjourney,it wasgreatto getgoingand,aftermeetingour guideMatiasand

driver Luis,we wereon our wayto the hotel,around20 minutesawayandright on the shoresof the Magellan
Straitsarrivingataround3.30pm.

We werekeento getout andexploe, so afterdroppingbagsandgettingsomeextralayerson, we headedut
birding.On the nearbypiersjustacrossrom the hotelwerelargenumbersof ImperialCormorantsvith some
RockCormorantgoo, breedingandallowingsomegreatcloseup views.Smat Dolphin Gullswereenjoyedvith
SoutherrGiant Petrelggivingcloseflybys,anda SouthAmericanOystercatchewason the beachWe headed
out alongthe coastallittle to look overthe seaandsomesmallwetlandsSoutherrFulmarsflew past,Flightless
SeamemDuckswereon the seaandon freshwatepoolswe enjoyedhe widespreadndbeautifuldplandGeese,
ChiloeWigeonRedShovelersyellowbilled Teal,FlyingSteamebucksandthe delightfulWhitetufted Grebe
amongotheas. Gettingbackto the hotel,we enjoyedalovelydinnerandit wasthentimefor somemuchneeded
sleebeforetherealactionahead.

Todaywe wouldwork our wayto the Torresdel PaineNationalParkwhereour questfor Pumaswvould begin,
fitting in variots stopsalongthe waywith lots of excitingwildlife. After a short walk aroundthe main city
squarelearningaboutthe historyof PuntaArenaswe headedo a crackindittle wetlandon the edgeof the city
andworkedthroudh the abundanbirdlife here andmostnotablythe wildfowl. As wellasthe numeroudJpland
Geesewe enjoyedboth Ashyheadedand a single rare,RuddyheadedSoosegrazingand givinggreatscope
views.CrestedDucks had ducklingsand werevery closeto us, aswerethe Whitetufted Grebeswith Buff-

wingedCinclodeshowingwvellaswasalittle Sedg&Vrenin thegrasses.

We headedn our wayacrosghe vastand seeminglgndlesdatagoniasteppeand stoppedoff for Chilean
FlamingosParwin'sRheasan al too brief RufousbandedDotterel andour first BlackchestedBuzzardeagle




on a postwith Coscorobé&SwansalsoseenPassing largeestanciawe noticeda smartCulpeoFox running
acrosdhefield andthensettlingandhunkeringdownto try andavoidthe wind. We enjoyedexcellentiiewsas
SouthAmericarSnipewhichweredrummingoverhead.

We continuedon to the town of PuertoNatalesthe lasttown beforethe NationalPark,with its Giant Sloth
statueandcrazydogsenjoyinghe passingars Herewerefuellecandstoppedon the watefront for our packed
lunch.Therewerelots of BlackneckedSwansandBrownhoodedGulls with ChileanSwallowsverthe water
andAustralNegritosflitting on theshore.

Continuingon, we weresoondriving throughthe National Parkwith the toweringsnowcappedbeaksalways
drawingour eye.The first herdsof Guanacosvereenjoyedat least20 low flying AndeanCondorswereareal

treatandyetanotherCulpeoFox. SoutherrcrestecandChimangdCaracaragerea commonsightandwewere

soonalongsidehe spectaculasnowcappedowers. After the surpriseof our intendedhotel beingshutdown

momentdeforewearrivedwehadto moveto anothehotelalittle furtheron.

We arrivedand settledinto our rooms, with the spectaalar viewsof GlacierGrey from the dining room
window,andimpressivdlueice chunksin theforegroundlt wassoontimefor dinnerwherewe metour most
dedicatedand passionat®umatracker,Jorgebeforewe turnedin for bed with Pumasawaitingus eary the
followingmorning.

With our excellenhotel beingfurther from the main,core Pumaareajt meantearlierstartsthanintendedoy
aroundhalf an hour. Leavingthe hotel at 05:20,we wound our way acrosshe park, keepingsharpeyedfor
anythingn the headights.A few introducedeuropearBrown Hareswereseerrunningin front of the vanand
wesoonstoppedor asuperPatagoniaklog NosedSkunkfeedingon agrassyerge.

It wasa crispmorningandwe arrivedat first light at our intendedareato searcfor PumasWe werein radio
contactwith Jorgefor anynewsof Pumasbut in factwefound our own,veryquickly!As we slowlymovedalong
in the van, peeringout at our surroundingsall of a suddenGuanacostartedto alarmcall. We stoppedand
scannedndthensteppedut of the vanto look somemore.With two Guanacosnovingquite quicklyto the
rightacrossaridge,scanningo theleft producedur first Pumal argelysilhouettedthe catwasclosebut soon
dippedout of sight.We stoppedandwaitedandwererewardedasnot one but threePumagqafemaleandher
two largeyoung)walkedhe higherhillsidebehind beforedisappearingverthetop andawayWhata start!

Wemovedinto anearbyalleyandmetup with JorgeWe ateour breakfassandwicthererammedwith cheese
andhamandenjoyeda hot drink, scannindor Pumasall the whileof courselt wasn'longuntil Jorgespotted
morePumassadifferentfamilygroupof three(amotherandtwo young)cameinto view.We hadsomegood
0 s ¢ wipwsabthe catswalkedto a comfortabldookingspotandlaid downto rest.We watchedhemfor a
whilebeforeattemptingo getcloser We noticeda Guanacdkill nearbythat mayattractthe catsbacklater.We
walkeda little waythroughthe "blackbush”scrubup the hillside but aswe got neareiit appearethe catshad
movedout of sightandaway sowe retreatedandleft themto restout the day.Whata start.SixPumasn the
first morningsessionThe challeng@owwasto adievecloseviews.




We enjoyedh Patagoniatockingbirdandboth GreyhoodedandMourningSierra=inchesherebeforeheading
off to enjoythe park.Wewalkedo the edgeof the lakejustdownthe valleyherewith awonderfulreflectionas
the weathemwasso calmand skiesclear.A niceflock of SilveryGrebesweredisplayingon the lakeandwe
enjoyedhembeforemovingon. We visiteda waterfallwith a pairof smartTorrentDucksnearbyandlaterhad
lunch with Great Grebeon the lake, FireeyedDuicon flycatchingnearbyand we had superviews of the
exquisitel horntailedRayaditoWe enjoyedaniceflock of Yellowbilled Pintailand ChiloeWigeonwith Black
facedlbis flyinglow overheadbeforecontinuingalongaroundthe parklookingfor wildlife andstoppingto take
in theviews.

In the eveningywewentbackto the areavherewe hadleft the Pumasn the morningandJorgewvason themof

course,restingstill in almostthe samespot. We waited and watchedand hoped that they would move!
Eventuallythey did getup, playinga bit but not moving far, before moving quite quickly up the valleyand
comingalittle lower.Wehadsomereallyniced s ¢ wepsandthenwentto waitnearthekill in casegheycame
overtowardsit. Sadlytheydidn't,andwhenthey movedinto thick coverfurther away we headedackto the

hotel.Jorgewasgoingoff to checkon anotherfresherkill not far awayandhe put a camerdrap out to record
anyovernightaction.

It hadbeenquiteafirst dayof Pumawatching!

Todaywe wereup and out at the van againat 05:20and madeour wayto a differentareaalongsidd_ake
SarmientoOn the waywe enjoyedgreatcloseup viewsof the skunkin exacthithe sameplaceandthis time it

hungaroundfor awhilediggngasit searcheébr food. Supelittle creaturefReachinghetargetarea,Jorgevas
upin themountainscannindor Pumaswvhilewe movedslowlyaroundscannindgrom the vehicle After ashort
while,and just aswe werehavingcoffee,Jorgeradioedto sayhe hadfound two PumasGreat!Surpingthe
coffeedown, we quicklyjumpedin the vananddroveto the spotto startwalkingtowardswherethe catsand
beenseenAfter around20 minuteswalkingwereachedhe areaandJorgedirecteduson to the catswhichwere
hiddenwell, lying down in the long grass- no more than a few metersin front of us! Theywereboth adult
femalecatswith one of them beingthe weltknown "Rupestre’andthe othera more dominantfemalelt was
wonderfulto seethe catsso closeup, allowingus to seeeverydetal. We watchedastheywalkedbriefly and
lifted their headsto look around.We stood and watchedthesetwo amazinganimalsfor sometime, feeling
privilegedo bein their presencén their habitat Martinhada scanof the areaanddid verywellto spotoneof

Rupestre'soungcubsrestingon a rockyledgea coupleof hundredmetresaway We decidedo try andget
closerviewsof this catasthe otherswerelyinglow andgot to a rangefor somesuperviews.This animalwas
thoughtto be aroundsevenmonths old and wasnoticeablysmalland darkerorangethan the adults.It was
sleepingtuckedhereout of the wind so afterawhile,wewalkedbackthe othertwo for afinallook. Theywere
stillin the samespotandit'slikelytheywouldbefor manyhours,so weheadedackto thehotel.

After lunchat the hotel, we had sometime to relaxor wanderaroundthe excellengroundsandold growth
woodlandhere.A crackingpair of MagellaniéVoodpeckersverefound just outsidethe roomsandwe all had
somewondertil closeviewsof both the maleand female Whatamazingoirds!Huge!AustralParakeetsvere
alsoseenverywellandafteralittle look overa smallpond by the hotel, (yieldinga SouthAmericanSnipewell
spottedby Sandy)anda smartDark-belliedCincbdes we wentfor walkin the nearbywoodland Crossinghe




river on a suspensiobridge (enjoyednostof all by Debbie) we walkeda shortwayto alookoutenjoyinghe
spectaculariewsanda closerlook at the glader andthe bright blueice.A flock of BlackchinnedSiskinwere
enjoyedvith Patagonia®ierraFinchesandmoreThorntailedRayaditos.

It wastime now to travelbackto the Pumaareato try andachieveyet more views.On the way,we hadthe
amazindortuneof comingacrosain AndearDeer,alsocalledthe Huemal Thisis sadlya veryrareanimahere
andthiswasafemalesometimeseeralonein this areawith little fearof people Matiashadnot seeronein two
yearsso we werevery lucky! Earlierwe had joked aboutour chance®f seeinghis deerand completingthe
TorresDel Paine'Big Five" andnow we haddoneit, seeingPuma,GuanacoRhea Condorandthis Andean
Deer!lWewereon aroll.

The aimthis eveningvasto drive within radiorangeof Jorg, who hadbeenout for mostof the daywith the
catsfrom the morning,and find out from him, the best plan to seethesecatsagainand hopefullymore
behaviourAs we weretravellingwithin the NationalPark,Tom spotteda Pumafrom the van,not far from the
roadreallyandglowingin the eveting sun!After Luis pulledup, we had somewonderfulviewsof this Puma
rightoutin the open.Weneededo find out whatthe situatiorwasfrom Jorgeso,alittle reluctantlyweleft this

catrelaxingin the sunand drove on. Talkingwith Jorgethe catsfrom earlierhad split up and werenot so

accessiblsowereturnedo waitnear'our" Pumawhichhadbeenrenamedy the groupas'TomasinaWhata
priviledgeThankfullyshewasstill there, andwe pulledup andshelteredt the backof the vanout of thewind

andwatchedandwaitedfor movementAmazinglyshecouldnot haveperformedetterwhenshedid decideo

move givinga stunningview and a wholerangeof behavioursFirstly,rolling on to her back,then yavning,
havinga bit of a cleanbeforegeting up and stretchingout beforewalking.We continuedwatchingas she
relievecherselfpeforewalkingarounda smallpool towardsuswherea Guanacdill washiddenundera bushin

the grassesshecircledaroundit alittle bit, not reallyfeedingandscrapedtit alittle to try andcoverit up. The
encountethengot evenbetterassheslowlycontinuedowardsus andcameup overthelittle ridgeto crossthe

road!Shethenwalkedno morethanten metresawayfrom us. Wow! Movinginto somethickercover,justher
headwas then showingbefore she disappearedompletely We were all left amazedand thrilled by this

encounteandboardedhe van.Whatanexperience!

We drovebackto the hotelnow but not beforeseeinganotherPumalAnothervehiclehad spotteda maleon a
nearbyridgerestingSettinguptheé s cintpe&an,wehadamazingiewsoncemore.Thiswasamaleandhad
guiteadistinctheadshapébeingalittle broaderandsquareandhelookeda larger, thicksetanimal As timewas
pressingn andthe catwassleepingwe carriedon to the hotelafteraveryspeciatlayindeed!

After anothemgreaimealit wastimefor somewellearnedsleep.

Todaywe hadalie in anddid not meetat the vanuntil 06:00We droveacrosghe parkoncemoreto the area
we hadfound Rupestrahe daybeforesinceJorgehadlocatedthem not far from that samespot. Again,we
enjoyed lovelywalkacrosghis wonderfu habitatwith RufouscollaredSparrowsingingall overthe placeand
Corrender#®ipitsdisplayingverheadWeweresoonat anicevantageoint watchingPumasncemore.It was
the samehreefrom yesterdaywith Rupestravalkingwith her cub andthe secondadultfemalegjust restingin
longgrassesaVe hadsomelovelyviewsof Rupestreandheryoungwalkingconfidentlyacrosgheir habitatwith




someniceinteraction®bservedthe youngstersail flickingaroundthe adult.As theystoodon the ridgesummit,
scannindghe areajt madefor aspeciaview.After theymovedout of sight,weleft themandwalkedbackto the
van.On theway alarmcallingSoutherrLapwingslertecusto the presencef a SouthAmericarGreyFox.

We drove on, Matiasspottinga skunk, so we all piled out ard got somegreatdaytimeviewsasit mooched
aroundin someone'gardbeforedisappearingnderabuilding.Wethenspentsometime aroundthe lakeedge,
stoppingto watchtwo ChileanFlamingosip close We noticeda smallgrop of peoplewatchingwo Puma a

little wayup the hillsideandof coursealsowatchedhemthroughthe 6 s ¢ ©heyavereveryobscuredy the

vegetatiorand not likelyto movefor along time, so we wentfor a walk alongthe shore.We enjoyedsome
excekntviewsof perchedAndeanCondors,with a smartadultfemaleveryclose A Two-bandedPloverwas
seenon the beachhere We spentthe restof the dayenjoyinghe park,walkingto a waterfaltto viewthe three
towersandspectaculgseaksandthenenjoyedalovelypicniclunchat the visitorscentre Jearningmoreabout
the parkandits geology.

After lunch we went on anotherwalk, takingin the amazingviewsand lake,enjoyinga pair of photogenic
UplandGeeseand marvellingat how smarttheir plumagés, particularijthe female A femaleLakeDuck was
newfor uson thewateranda Cinereousgiarrierwentthrough.

For the eveningsessionywe waited,overlookingthe kill sitewhereT o méamerarap had beenput, but no
PumasvereseenTheonlysessiomut of our sixthatwecouldnot find any.

We journeyedbacknow and met up with Allan and Sandywho had enjoyeda dayof walkinglocallynearthe
glaciemandreportedalovelysightingof a Plumbeou&ailon the pool by the hotel. We enjoyedlinnerrefleding
on awonderfuthreedayswith Pumas.

Our Pumacounthadendedon anamazind 1 differentindividualsvith someseermultipletimes Wewitnessed
awholerangeof behaviourainddifferentviewswith someremarkablgloseup! WhatamazingnimalsT o 16
camerdrap hadbeenwathingoverthe Guanacdill whichwe weren'tsurewasbeingvisited.lt was!On the
two nightsit wasout, manyvideosweretakenof thethreePumasofteneatingogether.

Todaywe hada reallie in andleft the hotel at 09:00.Beforewe left, the two MagellaniGVoodpeckersvere
aroundthe hotelagainandAlec spotteda StripedWoodpeckewith a CulpeoFox wanderinghroughthe hotel
grounds.

Wethenleft for our journeyto PuntaArenasstoppingfor somefinal viewsof this specaculamMNationalPark.A

very closeadultBlackchestedEaglewasseenand we weresoonbackin PuertoNataleswherewe enjoyecda
coffeeand cakeand watchedthe Blackneckedand Coscorobe&Swanson the water.We carriedon our way
soppingfor lunchandbefore reachinghe hotel,we hada quicklook overthe wetlandsiteagainhavingnice
viewsof the familiarwildfowl. We hadsometimeto relaxat the hotelbeforedinnerandsomedecidedo gofor

a walk alongthe beachandtakea lastlook out onto the straitsandtakea final look at the seabirdover the
water.




Todaywasdominatedoy flying. We left PuntaArenasandvia Santiagarrivedat SaoPauloandthe Panamby
Hotel.

Wewere up andawayin plentyof timefor our flight, landinginto Cuiabaat 11:45Our guideNaunwaswaiting
to meetusandwe weresoonin the minibusmakingour wayto the town of Poconeandthenon to the famous
Transpantaneir&hortlybeforereachingur destinationywe transferedto anopensided elevatedafarivehicle
andstartingslowlytrundlingalongthis amazingoad,now with a greatview. The wildlife encounterean this
journeywassimplyawesomavith birdsabsolutelgverywhereCapybaraandYacareCaimarat everyargleand
justsomuchto takein. We stoppedon someof the manywoodenbridgedookingoverpoolsto enjoyour first
Rufescentiger Herons,Ringedand AmazonKingfishersWood Storks Little Blue and CocoiHerons,Black
collaredand Savannalidawks,Solitay Sandpiperd/NattledJacanaand Plumbeoudbis to namea few. The
sheerdensityof showywildlife andrangeof speciesvasexceptionallhe mostnotablesightingson the journey
werethree CrabeatingFoxeswhich showedreallywell, somecloseWhistlingHerons,and a family of the
endearingouthAmericanCoatis.Raptorswerewell representetieretoo andwe stoppedfor closeviewsof
GreaterYellowheadedJ urkeyandBlackVultures GreatBlackHawk and SnailKite. In openfields we picked
up GreateiRhea,ourfirst MarshDeerandtwo GreyBrocketDeer.

It's difficult to go far alongthis roadwithout stoppingbut we forcedourselveso movealongandmadeit to
SouthwildPantanalodgealsoknownasSantaleresay 16:30At 17:40,we metup andwalkedthe 300metres
or soalongthe banksof the PaxiamRiverfrom the lodgeto a hidesetup to viewOcelot.We sattherewaiting
patientlywith floodlightsilluminatingthe arenaasdarknesglosedn, hopingfor the catto appearSmall pieces
of chickenard fish had beenput out to temptthe catin. After around45 minutesof waitingand hoping,a
stunningOcelotcamen. Sheis namedAnnaandwewatchecher munchthe freeofferingsat closerange What
a beautifulcat. After around30 minutes shemovedaway and we walkedbackto the lodgethrilled with the
views.

We enjoyeddinnerandaddedhe manynewspecieso our checklistanddecidedhat ratherthangoingout for
anightdrive,wewouldwaitat thelodgefor newsof a Tapir visitingthe tastymangesleft out for it. At around
19:45wvereceivedewsthata Tapirhadindeedappearedndwe veryquicklygrabbedur kit andmarchedack
alongtheriverbankio anotherfloodlit arenanot far from the Ocelothide.Thereshewas.A largeadultfemale
Tapr munchingon mangoso morethanfive metredrom us!Everysingledetailcouldbe seenaswewatched
andlistenedo hereatinghe fruits. Shehadrecentiyhadyoungandyou couldseeherteatsandwhatlookedto
be a few battlescarsWhata superbanimal, her long nosesniffing aroundto find the fruit. After around45
minutesshedecidedo wanderbackinto the forestandwe wereall justleft smilingaftera veryspeciakvening
indeedIt wasbackto thelodgefor somewellearnedleepWhataday

Beforeweleft thismorning weenjoyedhewonderfularrayandsheemumberof birdsvisitingthe feedersén the
garderhere.The highlightwastwo amazingroco Toucansomingin andgivingsuperbviews.Therewerealso




lots of Yellowbilled CardinalsSaffronFinchesRuddygroundDoveswith PurplishJaysGreatKiskadeesand
ChacoChacalacamakinga busy scene GrayishSaltatorsBaywingsWhitetipped Doves and a few Palm
Tanagersneantbirds wereeverywherasthe Capybeasgrazedchearbywith attentiveCattleTyrantsneverfar
fromthem.Amazing.

We left for Porto Jofreat 07:00and we weresoon backon the Transpantaneirance more,bound for the
famousJaguarone.On thelodgedrivewaywe hada surpriseenjoyingsupe viewsof a CrabeatingRacoorin a
pool feedingBeinglargelynocturnaljt is unusuato seethemthis wellin the dayandwe enjoyedpoint blank
viewsasit searchethe shallowpool, feelingfor anythingt couldfind andmunchingsomesortof crustaearat
onepoint. SuperbAn OrangebackedTroupialwasalko nearby Continuingon, we weresoonstoppingagain,
thistimefor atroop of SilveryMarmosetsThesearethe smallesprimatein the aresandwe hadgreatviewsof
thesdiny animalgjoingabou theirbusinessTherangeof birdswasamazingncludingSnaikKite, BatFalconas
wellasalargebuckMarshDeer As wetravellectloserto Porto Jofre the habitatopenedup into vastwetlands,
someareagoveredn bloomingpurplewaterhyacinths.

We stoppedfor aloo breakandin just 20 minutesor so enjoyedan adultandtwo youngGreatHorned Owls,
Little WoodpeckersRufoustailedJacamarQrangeheadedlranagerand GlitteringbelliedEmerald.Someloo
stop!

Carryingon, we enjoyeda nice mixed flock of Whitefaced and Blackbellied Whistling Ducks, Roseate
Spoonbill,lots of SouthernScreamerand a femaleScarleheadedlackbirdbut sadlyno maleshowed We

madeit to Porto Jofreandtook a 20 minuteboatrideto our o f | @ds@ndexposd bankcoveredn holes
createdy catfishwhenthewate washigher.In onesuchholewasa crackingy ellowAnacondandwe enjoyed
closeviewsof thisimpressivenake.

After awelcomebriefing,we enjoyedunchandthenwereout on the waterfor our first outing.Not longinto
the sessionwe receivechewsof a Jaguasightingnot far awayandon roundinga bendin the Islandchannel,
Nessiwaslyingdownon a largefallentree.Nessiis a four-yearold femaleandaftera shorttime, shestoodup
andwdked into someshadedcover.Delightedwith our first sighting,we carriedon exploringthe river ways
watchingBlack Skimmersand both Yellowbilled and Largebilled Terns with an impressiveCraneHawk
huntingariver bankandgivinggoodviews Wethenheardof anotherJaguasightingandfollowingup on this,
cruiseda narrowchannebndweresoonwatchingour secondlaguarT his wasGinger,and shewashuntingin
the shallowsaindintenton asmalifloatingclumpof vegetatioiin theriver.Sheranatit acoupleof timesbhefore
carryingon huntingthroughthe thick vegetatiorat the riversedge At one point sheappearedhroughthe
grasseandwasvery closeto the front of our boat!Alec held his nervewell with a big catjust a few metres
aheadWe erjoyedsomeawesomeiewsand greatbehavioumbeforeshedisappearednd we carriedon. We
enjoyedsearchingomemore,seeinga GreatPotooaswe wentandaftera nicesundownerheadedackto the
Flotel.After dinner,weenjoyedatalk on the YacareCaimanwhichareliterallyeverywheraere.

Wehadbreakfasat 05:30odayandwewereout by 06:00n orderto utilisethe "cooler"partof theday.




It wasanotherexcellentsessionJustaswe wereslowly cruisingthe islandchanneland comingaroundthe

cornerwesawGingerstarrirg backat usverycloserangelt wasabrief butamazingloseup view.Wealsosaw
brotherskim andTore restingon the banksof the CuiabaRiver.Thesetwo animalsarearoundtwo yearsold

and stick togetherwhich is unusual.They were forced to fend for themselvegarlierthan usualafter the

disappearan@# mum,sotheyhavehadto join forcesfrom ayoungageandhaveastrongbond.

Awayfrom the Jaguarsve found a greatvarietyof wildlife with Brown CapuchinMonkeysa family party of
BlackHowler Monkeysgreatviewsof a largevine snakeandcloseviewsof someProboscidats.A Sungrebe
was nice and we pausedo watch Yellowrumped Caciquesiestbuilding. A closeview of a Rufoustailed
Jaamamvasa treatwith moreviewsof Orangebackedrlroupids, an OspreyBlackfronted Nunbird andanice
pairof TurquoisdrontedAmazonsTravellingback threeJabiruStorksswirledow overhead.

Backatthe Flotelby aroundl1:00wehadsomedowntimebut werebackon thewaterby 14:30Thisafternoon
we wenta long wayalongthe ThreeBrothersRiverin searclof our own Jaguabut despitegreateffort could
not find any,nor anyGiant Otters.Piedand CollaredPloverswerenewbirdsanda Greenlguanastayedong
enoughfor a goodlook. Of coursewe werepassinghe usualskimmersterns,Capybaraand Jabirusaswe
searcheddn our waybackwe heardof asightingandon checkingt out, we hadamazingiewsof Nessiagain,
laid out in the openon a sandbankglowingasthe sunwassetting.We had our sundwnerwith Nessiin full
viewandagreatsunsetA wonderfulwayto endtheday.

Weenjoyedanothemgreatdinnerandaddedo our listsbeforeenjoyingatalk on Jaguars.

Againwe wereon the waterby 06:00andthis time we wentupriveron the Piquirifor a little whilein search
mainlyof Giant Otters.It wasn'tlong until we shut off the engineasa family werefound closeto the bank

travellingalongandhuntingin the shallows Thereweresevenn the family,five adultsandtwo youngandwe

watchedthemfor a longtime travellingquite a distancecallingto eachother and reallyshiftingthroughthe

water. Wefolloweduntil theycameout of the water the wholefamily movingup the bankclosein front of us

giving amazingviews and showingtheir hugesize!As they edgedup the bank,the adultswerecompletely
surroundingthe younguntil somethingspookedthem they all chargedbackinto the water.Once they had

disppeaed,we headedackdownriver andpassedhe flotel. We found a nicegroupof Howler Monkeysand

whenwatchingthem, noticeda nestingBlackthroatedMangosaton her tiny nest.As we werewatchingthe

hummingbirdwe noticeda sleepingsouthernfamamuallt wascurledup in atreesnoozingout lifted its head
for agreatview.Whatacrackingreatureandararefind. Whatnext?

Leavinghe Tamanduayethenmanagedb seeanotherJaguart wastricky at first throughvegetationbut she
showedwell alongthe riverbankandwaslaid out in the openfor a shorttime.More wonderfuldJaguaviews!it
startedo rain quiteheavilyanda lightningstormwasthreateningvith loud rumblesall aroundus, so we went
backallittle earlierat 10:00 We now hadsometime now to relaxtakein whatwe hadseersofar andrecharge
beforethe afternoornouting.

Wewerebackon the waterat 14:00andit wasoneof thoseoutingsthat reallyleaves/ou shakingyour headin
disbelief During the downtime,Tom hada sesgin from the top deckof the flotel, scanningviththed s c o p e




everyspoton the far bankandfinding alargeGreenlguanaon a branch.Thankfullyit wasstill therewhenwe
left sowewentfor acloseviewandphotosbeforeagairheadingip riveron the Piquiri, committedhowreallyto
find our ownwildlife asveryfew otherboatsgothis way After ashorttime,weroundedacornerandtherewere
two headsn the middleof the channelAfter initially beingcalledas "just Capybarasthe shoutwent up of
"Jaguary The headsvereof two Jaguacubsswimmingacrosghe channelTheywereright out in the middle,
andlookingat the banktheyhadcomefrom, therewasmum starringat themandlookingveryagitatedit was
amazingo hearher callingto themand shewas pacingalongthe bank.The little cubsgot the othersideand
boundedup the beachandinto cover,onepeeringhackat usthroughthe vegetationAmazingMum still hadto
cross,so we gaveher somespaceand watchedon. Sureenoughshesoonsetoff andwe watchedher swim
acrossandboundup the bankandawayin to coverto roundup heryoung A speciaencounteanda privilege
to watchit all unfold,andjustour partywatchingWehungaroundin asidechannehopingmaybédor afurther
sighthgbut theyweregone As wewaited Sunbitternganda BandtailedAntwrenwereseerwell.

Continuingon, wethenfound the familyof Giant Ottersagairfrom this morning.We hadgreatviewsof them
huntingandeatingandtravellingalongthe edgeof the river again.Wefollowedthemfor alongtime andthen
left themto go on theirway.SuperanimalsCarryingon, we spottedanotherheadin the waterandthis timeiit

wasa NeotropicalOtter! A tricky specieso find, travellingaloneandbeingmuchsmalle thanthe Giants.We
enjoyedgoodviews,althoughnot asrelaxedasthe giants- we hadto work hard keepingon it and grabbing
viewsasits headpoppedup. On wewentandnextup wasalovelytroop of CapuchirMonkeysOur aimwasto

getto PiquiriLodgefor alegstretchbut therewastoo muchto seeon the way!Yet anotherheadin the water
wasour second\eotropicalOtter andthis time we hadsuperviewsof it feedingon aneelout in the openfor

prolongedriews.

Finallyat PiquiriLodge weenjoyedhe amaing HyacinthMacawsrangerestrictedChestnubelliedGuansand

a smartCrimsoncrestedVoodpeckent wasniceto stretchour legsa bit andhaveawanderaround A lovely
family of Capybarasawus on our way and journeyingback, we stoppedfor a cracking perchedNacunda
Nighthawkbeforeit gaveamazingiewsflying low overheadAs the sunset,we enjoyeda drink asthe skyfiled

with BandtailedNighthawksandverybriefly sawthreemore Giant Ottersfrom anotherfamily.Whata special
afternom. WhataplaceWethenenjoyedlinnerandlectureon Capybara.

We wereup andout at 06:00onceagainandintendedto headfar up the CuiabaRiverto try to find our own
JaguardiNewerecruisingalongthe Cuiabavhenall of a sudda therewasthe femaleJaguarRyan saton the
bankin full view!Wehadherallto ourselvegakingpoint blankphotosandevengettingherin thed s c foom e
the boat!Amazing.You couldreallyseeeverylittle detail the smallscratchmearher left eyeandthe horseflies
on hernosedrawinginy dotsof blood.A reallystunningcat.Whata privilegedo spendimewith herandonce
more,all on our own.We stayedvith heruntil shegot up andtuckedherselfawayin someshadeasafew boats
arrived.AswewatchedaBluecrownedlrogonwasseenin treesbehind.

We carriedon, gettingbrief viewsof one of the brothersagaineitherKim or Tore, but theywerewell tucked
awayin vegetationWe carriedon exploringappreciatinthe amazingraareCaima, seeind.argeandYellow

billedTerntogethemwith BlackSkimmersandenjoyedlabiru®n theirnest An Ospreywasseeragaircarryinga
fish andtherewereCapybaragroundeverycorner.




Travellingback wewatchedryanoncemore,swimmingn the shalbwsandhuntingalongtheriver bankwhich
wassomereallyamazingehaviouto witnessWith somewonderfulsightingswe headedackfor arestbefore
lunch.

This afternoonwe headedup river on the Piquirioncemore and decidedio pushon to an areafew people
ventureto. We wentup pastSantand&anchsearchindgor wildlife until a point wheretwo riversmeet.lt wasa
quietstart,stoppingfor a RufousbackedSpinetaiht its nestbeforeenjoyingsomeFork-tailedFlycatchersaiVe
thenfound afamilyof Giant Ottersandpossiblya familynot recordedbeforeaswe werequitea wayup river
Therewereat leastthreeandtheykeptthemselveguitetuckedawaysoit wastricky to getnumbersandagelt
seemedike theywereat their holt astheycoud be seergoingup the bankinto it, andtheywerefar morewary
thanthe otherfamily.lt wasgreatto seeandfind newanimals.

Carryingon, we cameacross sandbankoveredn BlackVulturesloafingaroundandalsoa pairof Buff-necked
Ibis. We then noticedtwo crackingadult King Vultureswith a youngstemearby.Superbirds. We satand
watchedthe greatnumberof birds hereincludingHyacinthMacawssomeof which camedownto drink. A
supersceneWecarriedon androundingabendin theriver caneacross Tapir! It wasayounganimalthathad
a slightlimp on the front left leg. This didn't stop it from movingawayinto vegetatiorguite quicklythough.
Greatanimals.

Thetime cameto turn aroundandwe headedack,stoppingfor a Fork-tailedWoodnymphaswe enjoyedhe
nighhawksndadrink oncemoreasour final river outingfrom the Flotelcameto acloselt wastimefor dinner
andafteratalk on Giant Ottersandan explanatiorof the riverswe hadcoveredandwhereour sightingsvere
seenweallturnal in.

Todaywe saidfarewellto the Flotel andleft at 06:30for the journeybackto Porto Jofre.As bagswerebeing
loadedinto the safaritruck at Porto Jofre,we wentfor a walk aroundthe gardensiereand addedsame new
birdsto the list. We enjoyedBlacktailedTityra, Southerrbeardles$yranuletmore HyacinthMacawsandthe
highlightwastwo superfFerruginou®ygmyowls.

We headedn our waynow, backalongthe Transpantaneif@ar around80 km to SouthWildPantanalLodge.
On our waywe stoppednanytimesfor the wealthof wildlifeandsawsomenewspeciesA pairof Rustybacked
Antwrensshowedwell, alongwith RustycollaredSeedeateGraybreastedMartin and alsoa nice Laughing
FalconWestoppedor photos of Roseat&poonbilandafamilyof screamerandmanagednicemaleScarlet
headedlackbirathistime.Wesadlyjustmissedh Jaguacrossingheroadbut wedid timeit wellto seeafamily
of WhitelippedPeccariesrossin front of usfurtheralorg. A largesnake possiblyananacondsgot awayfrom
usandwearrivedatthelodgeat11:15A hot but wildlifefilled journey.

We hadsometime to relaxnow until 15:00 whenwe headedut on the river Paxiamwhich flows nextto the
lodge.Sungrebedielmetedvianakn, PygmyKingfisher BrazilianTeal,an amazindglock of at least200Snail
Kitesanda Dark-billed Cuckoo(anewbird for Naun),weresomehighlightsandanothermair of Rufoustailed
Jacamaperformedverywell flycatchingand posingfor photos.The sheer numberof SnailKites lifting from

riversiddreesandvegetationvasreallyanamazingpectaclé witness.




Getting back,we went againto the Ocelot hide but therewasno signthis eveningTherewasa Jaguathat
passedhroughthe arealastnightin front of thosewatchingOcelotsandJaguarslon't geton andit wasno
surpriseghattonightwasano show.

Weenjoyedlinnerandupdatedur checklistbeforesomeof usheadedaut for a nightdrive.Wedroveashort
way alongthe Tranpantaneirashining the spotlightsto find wildlife. It wasan actiorpackedouting lasting
aroundlhr20minsFirstwestoppedor aPauraqueestingon theroadandhadgoodviewsbeforeit flew up to
continuefeedingWe enjoyeda GreatHorned Owl feediry its youngon what lookedlike a rodent.Boatbilled
Heronsfed in roadsidepools and a lovely family party of CrabeatingRacoongan adultand threeyoung),
showedverywellforagingin apooltogethemat closerange A RedBrocketDeerwasfound andwas newfor us
andpausedor photosbeforethe highlightof the drive.Wefirst spotteda Crabeating-ox crossingheroadjust
up aheadandit wasfollowedcloselthen by a 9-bandedArmadillo!We hadgoodviewsasthe animalmadeit's
wayacrosghe roadandwe hadalook at the distinctivetrackits tail hadmade Therewasso muchto be seen
andafteranotheMarshDeer,wewerebackon the drivewayandsoonatthelodgefor bed.

Thetime hadcometo leavethe wonderfulPantaal. We enjoyedhe lodgegroundsbeforebreakfastvith some
of usenjoyinghe Jabirunestfrom thetowerwith the feederagainteemingwith birds.Orangebackedlroupial
wereon thefruit, SolitaryandYellowrumpedCaciquesvereat the feedersvith the usuaimassof Ydlow-billed
CardinalsSaffronFinchesgrounddoves pigeonsPalmandSayacdanagerandBarefacedCurrasowamong
manymore.

During breakfasta ScalyheadedParrotlandedon the treeoutsideandgavesomegreatviewsandat 07:00 we
headedff for onefinal boatride.We managedo getbetterviewsof the tiny PygmyKingfishertodaywhilea
smaliflock of GoldencollaredViacawdlew overandthenwe enjoyedhll the moreusualspeciesnefinal time
beforeit wastime to leave.Sunbiterns, Sungrebed.ittle Blue Herons,BlackcappedDonocobiousand lots
moreincludingalonemaleBlackHowlerMonkey.

It wassoontime to leaveandwe saidfarewellto Allan and Sandywho werestayingon for an extracoupleof
nights,andweresoonbeack on the Transpantaneir®n the journeywe wereof coursekeepingsharpeyedfor
wildlife and we enjoyedclose views of GreaterRheas,someBrown CapuchinMonkeysand two Purple
Gallinulesverenewfor thetrip.

Arriving at Cuiabaairport, we saidfarevell to Alec and Cheryl who were carryingon with a Harpy Eagle
extensiorio the SoutherrAmazon.Tom, MartinandDebbiewentfor lunchatthegrill acrosgheroadfrom the
airport.Soonafterweflewon to SaoPaulo.

It hadbeenatruly spectaculaour with somanyhighlghtsandspeciasightingf our targetspeciesThanksgo
out to MatiasLuis and Jorgein Chileand Naun andJaoin Brazilfor their greatefforts anda big thanksof
courseto the groupfor travellingwith Naturetrekon this holiday for your endlesenthusiasmand greatfun
alongtheway.
